VOLUNTEER OUTREACH WORKER ROLE


The Volunteer Outreach worker will help raise awareness of Mental Health, Domestic Violence, and Cancer. He or she will participate in local workshops, trainings and seminars.  We train volunteers to help build network and reach out to women on low incomes, facing mental or physical ill health, depression or isolation with no support network. The Volunteer should demonstrate the ability to work on their own initiative and to be self-motivated.
The volunteer opportunity would be beneficial to anyone looking for a career in social or care work or anyone interested in issues related to community development. We provide references and training and career advice so the roles would also benefit anyone looking to add practical work experience in the charity sector to their academic qualifications and study. Volunteer will be willing to work accordingly to the guidelines and standards of WAND UK with a flexible approach to the individual needs of clients. 

Awareness of discriminatory practices and equal opportunities and a commitment to social policy work. Ability to work as part of a team and to seek and offer support to each other. 

The role will cover the London borough of Kensington and Chelsea, Camden, Islington, Hackney, Hammersmith and Westminster, but you do not have to be based yourself on a particular arear as we cover expenses etc. We would require a few hours per week minimum commitment for a period of around six months of more. Volunteers need to be honest, reliable, punctual and emotionally mature.
